It was a great success to get 18 
boreholes donated by Rotary, Jackson 
in Mississippi last year.

These new water supplies makes an 
enormous difference to the 
communities where many under 5’s 
die from drinking dirty water.  The 
Rotary have agreed to fund a further 
18 boreholes this coming year, which

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S T E L L A ’ S  S T O R Y  Sarah Parsloe, Country Manager, and Gaynor Cook, our former 

trustee met 16 year old Stella at our Mõlumbwira Centre in 

September, whilst gathering information for our Centre 

profiles.  She is an orphan and was in a very sorry state as she 

was epileptic and had a seizure and fell into an open fire, 

while her guardian went off looking for more firewood.  She 

had not had medical attention and her third degree burns 

were in need of attention, so Landirani took her to Lilongwe 

Central Hospital which became her home for the next month.  

She had skin grafts and medication to treat her epilepsy and 

many visits from Sarah Parsloe.  She is now back in her village 

and very happy to be supported by Landirani with medication 

and food. For the first time she wants to go to school and be 

like all the other children.  She has only had two seizures 

since she returned.  Consequently Mark Cox ran an Epilepsy 

awareness training session for all our 98 Local Based 

Committee members.  This was also attended by Michelle 

Kiser who is a burns expert and passed on information on how 

to treat burns.  Sadly we 

heard that it is common 

practise to put a n epileptic 

personõs limbs in an open 

fire to wake them out of the 

seizure!  This disability is 

associated with having an 

evil spirit within and we are 

trying to change peopleõs 

views of disability.

Landirani 

buys the seedlings from them to plant 

in other schools, giving them some 

income to support their families and 

orphans in their community.

Pig project:  

Gift Banda was project manager for 

this difficult project to support 20 

women headed families who have 86 

dependent children between them.  It 

took over a year for the funding to 

come through, by which time costs of 

cement, fuel and labour had 

increased.  He had to manage on a 

very small budget, but still managed to 

get two pig corrals built with training 

given free from Pepson Silungwe. 4 

pigs were given in the starter pack and 

now the project has 

been handed over 

to the women to 

manage.  The 

money they raise 

from rearing and 

selling pigs will 

ultimately support 

all their children.
